Term Paper Requirements

Objectives

Term Paper project allows individuals to perform an extensive literature review and in-depth methodology analysis with particular emphasis on the form in which the results of the research are reported. 

The paper should be written in the form of a research article with clearly specified title, abstract, introduction, literature review, methodology description, experimentation/analysis, and conclusion parts.

General Description

Term Paper project intended to provide a student with the opportunity to write a research paper suitable for submission to a conference on a restricted topic of his/her choice. 
Samples of such topics might be:

· Voronoi diagram based methods in fingerprint matching (in-depth)
· Comparison study of clustering methods for biometric image processing (in-depth)
· Multi-biometrics: state of the art (review)
· Biometric software development – recent trends (review)

· Biometric hardware: now and in five years from now (review)

· Comparison of multi-resolutions techniques for iris synthesis (in-depth)
· Ethics and privacy in respect to biometric information classification (review)

Guidelines for term paper components

Abstract

An abstract should include:

· Title of the paper
· Scope

· References

 Term paper
Term paper should be formatted according to one of standard formats (IEEE, Wiley, LNCS) and should include:

· Title of the paper
· Introduction
· Background/literature review
· Detailed description of the topic/problem

· Detailed description of methodology investigated
· Critical comparison of methodology and performance analysis

· Implementation/Applications of the methodology
· Conclusions

· Extended references
