Project Requirements

Objectives

Course Project allows students to perform in-depth study of methods and techniques in one of the areas related to biometric research, together with detailed comparison analysis and attention to implementation details. Obtaining novel results suitable for conference dissemination is not a goal of the project, but an optional desirable outcome.
Students are expected to select a topic of research project from the course outline, which can include theoretical research in the area of image processing, computer graphics, statistics, analysis of algorithm performance, or applied studies (including development and implementation of a biometric system or a specific algorithm).

The project should follow standard presentation guidelines described below. 
Guidelines for project components

Abstract (1 page)
An abstract should include:

· Project title
· Student name
· Project objectives 
· References

 Interim project report (10-15 pages)
Interim report should use Times New Roman font with 1 line spacing and should include:

· Title Page (project title, student name, course number)
· Table of Contents
· Introduction 

· Project goals/motivation

· Background/literature review
· Detailed description of the topic/problem

· Detailed description of methodology to be investigated
· Expected outcome of the project 
· References
Final project report (30 pages)

Final project report should use Times New Roman font with 1 line spacing and should include:

· Title Page (project title, student name, course number)

· Table of Contents

· Table of Figures

· Introduction 

· Project goals/motivation

· Background/literature review

· Detailed description of the topic/problem

· Detailed description of methodology investigated (use figures, tables, illustrations as necessary)
· Critical comparison of methods and performance analysis (as appropriate)
· Implementation details/Applications of the methodology

· Summary of Project outcomes

· Conclusions

· Extended references
